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From the Pastorôs Desk 
    The unifying theme seen in our First Reading 
and our Gospel Reading is hospitality.  
Hospitality is defined as a relationship between a 
guest and a host, and it means generously 
providing care and kindness to whoever is in 
need. In the Middle East, it was considered a 
norm that one would take care of strangers.  One 
was to meet the needs of a traveler offering 
water to wash the feet, food and drink and take 
care of the strangerôs every need: even offering 
full protection.  This is at work today when 
Abraham sees the three travelers coming his 
way.  As we read this account, we realize that 
Abraham knows that one of the three who visits 
that day is God. Abraham gives his special guest 
his total attention, not only meeting their needs, 
but also listening to every word his guest utters. 
Abraham engages in active listening to God. 

      Jesus on His way to Jerusalem stops at the 
house of Martha and Mary, who offer Jesus 
hospitality, and they care more about their 
guestôs needs than themselves.  Well it seems at 
least Martha does, because Mary it not doing 
anything but sitting at the feet of Jesus and 
listening to all He has to say.  Martha is certainly 
no stranger to the Mid-East hospitality customs 
and she is determined to do her best for her 
special guest.  And one cannot blame her for 
getting upset with her sister Mary who is not 
helping her put out the very best meal.  But 
Martha was also neglecting the other part of 
hospitality she was not listening.  She was not 
giving her guest her undivided attention and 
Mary was. As she sat at His feet, she listened to 
every word Jesus said (as some commentators 
pointed out she sat His feet like a male disciple 
would and Jesus of course did not care).  He did 
not care because His word was for everyone, 
male or female, servant or free, Jew or Gentile.  
Even when Martha complains to Him, Jesus will 
not tell Mary to stop, and in fact, He is not 
correcting Martha either.  He points out to her 
that listening to His word the other part of 
hospitably (just as Abraham listened intently to 
God) is also necessary. 

    This basic hospitality is what Jesus is asking 
of each us. He is asking us to welcome Him into 
our home, not just our house or apartment, but 
into our soul.  He in fact offers us hospitality 

every Sunday and weekday when we gather 
around the altar. He offers Himself to us in the 
Word and in the sharing of the Sacred Meal of 
the Eucharist, and we in turn offer our hospitality 
be accepting Him.  

    Please do not waste this opportunity, do not 
fail to listen and do not take it for granted (for 
there are many people around the world, even in 
this country who do not have Sunday Mass every 
week or the gift of daily Mass).  Do not become 
complacent; otherwise, we will indeed be 
inhospitable.  

    Mark your calendars for the Monday Evenings 
of August for Rosary on the Rectory Lawn; bring 
a lawn chair, or a blanket, and a dessert and join 
your parish family for prayer reflection and 
fellowship. And in case of rain we simply move 
into the Church so do not let the clouds scare 
you.

Respect Life 

 Letôs continue with stem cellsé..last week gave us a 

brief description of human embryonic stem cells and 

also adult stem cells. The third stem cells are called ï 

Induced Pluripotent Stem Cells (iPSCs). 

     According to Brian Clowes, Ph. D., these stem 

cells are ñadult body cells that are reprogrammed into 

a state that is very similar to human embryonic stem 

cells. They are not identical to those HESCs, but have 

the same function, which means that they can 

produce any  type of adult cell. One of the great 

advantages of iPSCs is that they are taken from the 

patientôs own body, thereby making rejection 

impossible..and..they do not require the destruction of 

a human embryo. However, there are drawbacks. 

They may potentially grow tumors like human 

embryonic stem cells, have low replication rates and 

suffer from premature ageing. (The cells, not  the 

person). 

     Mr. Clowes concludes with tongue in cheek ñpro-

abortion scientists and politicians promised a 

glittering crop of miracle cures from embryonic stem 

cell research, if only those pesky, backwards pro-

lifers would just step aside and stop hindering 

scientific progress with their óMedievalô morality.ò 

       He also informs us thus: ñThe government and 

private corporations have poured hundreds of 

millions of dollars into embryonic stem cell research, 

which has yielded zero cures, while adult stem cell 

research has produced successful treatments for a 

host of diseases. In other words, the morally 

acceptable stem cell research option has actually been 

successful, yet scientists continue the unethical 

destruction of human embryos with their focus on 

ESCRò.
