A Catholic should receive this
Sacrament if they are chronically ill, or are about to undergo
surgery and hospitalization, or are suffering the effects of
advanced age. We celebrate it during a Special Mass each Spring
and Fall. Reception of the Sacrament at other times can be
arranged by contacting the Parish Office.

“I am so thankful that I know there is somewhere I
can turn, where there are people that care, people I can talk to, if I am ever in such a situation
again,” shared John.
