Building the City of God in our 

Sunday Celebrations 
 

I am always concerned with how we can make our Eucharistic celebrations the best they can be externally and 
how we can all benefit from them internally.  Last weekend after mass someone came up to me and said, ñI 
read in the bulletin that you run.ò  Then they immediately followed with, ñI read that before mass, I wasnôt read-
ing the bulletin during mass!ò  GOOD!  If we are reading the bulletin during mass we are not getting the most 
we can from mass. 

I recall a visitor in Montauk once who sat in about the third row and was reading the bulletin during the procla-
mation of the gospel.  When she had finished the information for the week, she began to read the advertise-
ments.  This was not during my homily, it was DURING THE GOSPEL!  I wanted to stop and say to her, ñAs 
happy as I am that you want to support our advertisers, I think Jesus has something more important for you 
right now!ò  I couldnôt say that without embarrassing her or changing the flow of the Liturgy. 

Now that woman was not a bad person.  But she definitely did not understand how to get the most of our cele-
brations!  We could all probably use a little reminder from time to time so that we are all helping the celebration 
(for the benefit of others) and so that we are all getting the most we can from our celebrations. 

God has a message for me:  One thing that would help us all to get more out of every experience  in mass 
would be for us to understand that God really does want to communicate with us and God will use the Liturgy to 
communicate that message.  Probably the simplest way to understand what God may want is to remember that 
we are all called to holiness - which really means that we are all called to be The best version of ourselves!  So 
before mass, why not ask God. ñPlease speak to me and give me what you think will help me to be the best 
version of myself.ò  Then PAY ATTENTION!  God could use a prayer, a song, a reading, the sign of peace, or 
even the homily to give you what you need.  I actually kept a ñmass journalò using this exact question.  At the 
end of mass I would write the things that God had for me in my journal. 

Believe it or not, this is how I came to St. Joseph Parish.  Before every mass I would ask God to give me some-
thing to help me be the best version of myself and I kept hearing God telling me that he needed my gifts in a 
larger parish for my benefit and the benefit of the larger Church.  More prayer led to hearing God tell me that I 
needed to go to a parish with a school.  To be totally honest, I stopped the mass journal because I loved the 
people in Montauk and did not want to leave them.  But once God started telling me that this will help me to 
grow as a disciple and to be the best version of myself, the message did not stop.  I pray that my being here 
does help me to grow in holiness.  But the point is, God wants to speak to us and help us to grow and the best 
way for God to do that is through the mass. 

So come to mass with the attitude that God does have something for you to help you grow this week, or to help 
you through a difficulty you are facing this week.  Take a moment in quiet and ask God to speak to you so that 
you can hear and understand the message.  Then pay attention to the entire celebration and God will not dis-
appoint you! 

I have a message for God:  Remember, the liturgy is a dialogue.  God speaks to us and we speak to God.  Dur-
ing mass we receive the Body of Christ in Communion but before that we give ourselves to God.  The part of 
the mass that might commonly be called ñthe collectionò is really the offertory.  We offer the first fruits of our 
lives in the past week to God.  The money and the gifts of bread and wine that are brought forward are symbols 
of our gift of ourselves to God.  We are called to give the best that we have to God.  That could include some 
wonderful successes in our lives in the last week but it could also include some real struggles.  Thatôs okay!  
Give it to God, and ask God to transform your gift (and you) into the Body of Christ.  At Communion time we do 
not only receive the Body of Christ.  By the mystery of this meal we also become the Body of Christ. 

We are part of the experience for each other.  You never know what the people around you are bringing to the 
altar on any given week and they donôt know what you are bringing.  It is quite possible that someone near you 
is carrying a heavy burden and is struggling to profess their faith or to praise God by singing ñAlleluia!ò  (By the 
way, alleluia means ñPraise God!ò).  So it is up to you to give the best you can give at mass because you might 
be carrying someone spiritually.  In turn, there may be a Sunday when you are struggling and you should be 
able to count on those around you to carry you in prayer! 

The more we enter the mystery of mass the better we will do at ñGlorifying the Lord with our lives!ò

Respect Life 

Abortion Hurts Men Too 
 

So often, we think about and support women who have been 

harmed by abortion, as well we should.  However, men suffer 

from abortion as well.  Below is an excerpt from 

www.menandabortion.info, a website devoted to helping men 

who are struggling with emotional pain after their partner 

underwent an abortion. (*Note: website ends in .info  NOT .com) 

ñSociety as a whole has told men that they have no right to grieve 

or struggle with an abortion decision. However, some men hurt a 

great deal after an abortion. They pinpoint that event as a turning 

point that marked the beginning of the end of the relationship with 

their partner. Other men are confused by their feelings which may 

not surface until many years later. Some of those men, however, 

identify that risk-taking or chemical/alcohol use or abuse may 

have coincided with the abortion experience. Whatever your 

story, we care about you. 

There is a myth in society that says men donôt care. People seem 

to believe that men are only involved in abortion decisions as 

forcers or abandoners. The belief is that men are untouched by 

the experience... While in some cases that might be true, my 

experience of having listened to menôs stories over the years is 

that the scenarios are much more complicated. The law, and the 

societal expectation that abortion should only be a womanôs issue 

and decision, has perhaps kept some men from speaking what is 

in their hearts. 

Men are hidden partners in every abortion decision. More than 40 

million abortions have occurred in the U.S. alone since abortion 

was legalized hereé The manôs role or lack of role in the decision 

can create a stream of consequences that may accompany the 

man through the rest of his life. Because men are told they have 

no say in the abortion decision--that it is about a woman and her 

choice--they later struggle with the questions they pose to 

themselves and the emotions they feel. Men often say óI don't feel 

entitled to my grief. It was her choice. Why do I feel so badly?ô If 

you have had such thoughts, this site is for you. Itôs a safe space 

to examine information and resources.ò
