At this celebration we read the passion of Jesus, pray 
that this saving action of Jesus will be fruitful for the 
entire world, bring our challenges to the cross as we 
venerate (honor) the cross which is the symbol of 
our salvation, and we receive Holy Communion.

  The Celebration of the Resurrection begins on 
Holy Saturday Evening (March 26) with the 

Easter Vigil at 7:30 PM 

This celebration begins in darkness symbolizing the 
tomb of Jesus.  Then the new Paschal Candle is 
blessed and lit.  The light from the candle (which 
symbolizes Jesus risen from the dead) fills the 
church as our candles are lit from this one candle. 

We then listen to many stories from Scripture, 
culminating in the story of the resurrection.  Adult 
Baptisms are also celebrated at the Vigil (this year 
we will Baptize six adults into our faith). 

After Baptism and Confirmation the celebration 
continues with the Eucharist.  The celebration lasts 
about 2 1/2 hours but it is time well spent!

I Love Being Catholic! 
 

Our Parish Retreat was a very good experience for everyone I spoke to.  People have been 
raving about Fr. Joe Fitzgerald and the entire retreat experience. 

There was one moment at the beginning of the first evening that really set the tone.  Fr. Joe 
brought a friend of his, Anthony Muhs, to be our music minister for the retreat.  This way our 
parish musicians could be on retreat too!  Just before Anthony invited us to join in the first 
song, he said, ñI love being Catholic!ò 

That phrase has been resonating in my heart since he said it.  We probably all love being 
Catholic but this was the first time I recall hearing anyone say it so passionately - much less in 
a public context.  It was wonderful to hear and it made me so pleased to be in the presence of 
this Catholic young man and in the presence of this entire Catholic community. 

I have been thinking about why I love being Catholic.  I would have to say it is the 
Sacraments.  These wonderful moments when God uses ordinary things and ordinary people to 
touch us in extraordinary ways: 

Water, Oil, a Candle and a White Garment all become signs of  being wrapped in and 
enlightened by Godôs love and filled with His Spirit.  Bread and Wine become the Body and 
Blood of Jesus - given to us to be consumed by us!  Laying on of hands becomes a sign of 
healing in reconciliation and anointing of the sick.  The same gesture is used as a sign of 
commissioning in Holy Orders.  Rings become the sign of an eternal covenant  in marriage.  
All of these signs invite us to become signs of Godôs love!  We become effective signs when 
we, with our lives, proclaim ñI love being Catholic!ò

     Respect Life 

The Roe Most Donôt Know: 
 

Roe a name that has lived in infamy since the Roe v. 
Wade decision. But have you ever wondered who the 
woman is behind the name? For starters, that isnôt her 

actual name. 

ñRoeò is simply the pseudonym that was used for a 
woman named Norma McCorvey. If that caught some of 
you off guard, what about the fact that she actually never 
had an abortion and is now a staunch pro-life advocate? 
In a lengthy affidavit to a New Jersey District Court in 
2000, Norma detailed her story. Norma McCorvey became 
pregnant with her third child out of wedlock and was 
pursuing the idea of receiving an abortion; however, 
since abortion was illegal and at the time rather taboo, 
she wasnôt able to obtain truth or fully grasp the 
implications. Norma planned on illegally aborting her 
baby at a clinic she had heard about, but when she 
arrived at the location given to her, the center was not 
there. She remembers leaving frustrated yet relieved. ñI 
was very naµve, lied to about the nature of abortion. I was 
told and convinced that ñits just a piece of tissue.ò  ñI 
didnôt know during the Roe v. Wade case that the life of a 
human being was terminated. The abortion decision that 
destroyed every state law protecting the rights of women 
and their unborn babies was based on a fundamental 
misrepresentation.ò According to Norma, she felt used - 
but mostly in namesake. During the preceding trials, she 
wasnôt called upon to testify in court once. She said, ñI 
found out about the decision from the newspaper just 
like the rest of the country. In a way my exclusion, and 
the exclusion of real meaningful findings of fact in Roe v. 
Wade, is symbolic of the way the women of the nation 
and their experiences with abortion have been ignored in 
a national debate by the abortion industry. It is what the 
abortion industry thinks is good for women which is 
presented. Not the reality of their experiences.ò It may 
come as a surprise; Norma didnôt end up having an 
abortion. She put her child up for adoption. But because 
she was ñJane Roe,ò abortion clinics recruited her; since 
the centers paid more than minimum wage, she accepted 
the opportunities. She recalls that her time spent in the 

abortion clinics was horrific. 

During her tenure at a Dallas abortion clinic, a group of 
pro-life activists moved into the same building - some of 
whom became friends with her. She began attending 
church and ultimately recognized the evil that is abortion. 
She met her Savior Jesus Christ, asked for forgiveness 
and healing from Almighty God, turned from her past, 
and has not dedicated herself to the pro-life movement. 
She has testified before Congress and even tried to 
reverse the Roe V. Wade decision. She also began a 
ministry called Roe No More, a non - profit seeking ñto 
spread the sanctity of all life and the intrinsic right to life, 

especially of the unborn.

#ÁÔÅÃÈÅÔÉÃÁÌ #ÏÒÎÅÒȣ The 4th Sunday of Lent, The Second Scrutiny, Cycle A readings  

On the 3rd, 4th, and 5th Sundays of Lent, the Cycle A readings are heard at a Mass celebrating the Scrutinies.  

Scrutinies are rites of self-searching and repentance celebrated for the 

adults in the RCIA process preparing to celebrate the initiation sacra-

ments of the Catholic Chuch at the Easter Vigil.    
 

Although the Scrutinies are mainly for the ñElectò,  those preparing for 

initiation into the Church, the already baptized are encouraged to join 

them. We are all in need of conversion throughout our lives, so we join 

with them in scrutinizing our lives and pray for the grace to overcome 

the power of sin that infects our hearts.  

 

A reflection on the Second Scrutiny, Cycle A Gospel reading, John 9: 1-41, THE MAN BORN BLIND.  

ñAs Jesus passed by he saw a man blind from birth. His disciples asked him, ñRabbi, who sinned, this man or 

his parents, that he was born blind?ò Jesus answered, ñNeither he nor his parents sinned; it is so that the 

works of God might be made visible through him."  The belief of that time was that God rewards good and pun-

ishes evil. If you are rich, that was a reward. If you were poor, your life was a punishment that was either 

blamed on you, your parents, or your ancestors. In many ways, it was a belief that resulted in the rejection of 

the poor and marginalized.  Their difficulties were seen as a result of their being sinners.  

  

We read that Jesus spat on the ground and made clay with his saliva, and smeared the clay on the manôs eyes.  

He then told the man, an outcast,  to go wash the mud from his eyes in the pool called, Siloam, meaning "the 

One who is sent."   
 

 

Has the restoration of my sight so changed me that others are surprised at the transformation?  

So much fear seems to surround the restoration of his sight.  As soon as he could see, the manôs life became 

very difficult. People wondered if he was the same man, before they believed he could now see.  Maybe I canôt 

see who Jesus is for me. Maybe I am blind to where Jesus wants to lead me.  

One thing we can be sure of, the evidence that we are becoming more like Jesus will be that we will disturb the 

culture around us.  The more we are like Jesus, the more counter cultural we will become and the more people 

will notice and reject us.  

 

Do I sometimes get blind in parts of my life?  Do I get caught up in what I see as expectations.  Do I focus too 

much on my own success and on how I am performing in a situation and I am blind to Godôs love for me?  

What fears do I now have to seeing clearly who Jesus is and what choices I must make to be with him? 

At the end of the reading, the young man who is sent, becomes one with Jesus who sent him and who now ex-

periences intimacy with Jesus in being rejected.  To be one with Jesus does many things. It places us in rela-

tionship w God and in relationship with our brothers and sisters. It also leads us to imitate Jesus in loving 

those he loves on the margins and experiencing being rejected by those who reject Jesus.   

 

The grace will come when I acknowledge that my eyes have been opened. Others may not want to believe I can 

see, but I know I can only keep repeating it, to myself and to them.  I may experience rejection by some for 

claiming this new vision, but in the Light I can see clearly one who has healed me, and I give him thanks and 

praise.
