The Sacrament of Confirmation

by contacting our religious Education office.  Adults 
or older teens who have yet to be Confirmed should

This Sacrament is for the living.  We celebrate this 
Sacrament each Spring and Fall for those who are 
chronically ill, advanced in age, or who are about to 
undergo surgery or hospitalization.

Our Lady of Fatima Devotion 
Our Lady came to Fatima with a message from God 
to every man, woman and child.

This 
opportunity for prayer ends with Benediction 
beginning at about 6:45 PM and ending at 7:00 PM

join in this quiet, reflective prayer time.

First Friday Holy Hour 
Every First Friday of the month we have a Holy Hour 
before the exposed Blessed Sacrament.  This 
communal prayer begins at 7:30 PM and run until 
8:30 PM, closing with Benediction.

The 44th Annual March for Life in Washington, D.C. will 
take place on Friday, January 27th, 2017.  (Later than 
usual because of the Presidential Inauguration which is 

Sunday, January 22nd ). 

 

The March starts at 12 noon with a rally on the grounds 
of the Washington Monument, near 15th Street and 

Constitution Avenue; at 1:00 pm the March proceeds. 

 

There will be prayer service and blessing at St. 
Josephôs on Capitol Hill, 313 Second Street NE. Every 
fifteen minutes blessings and refreshments will be 

offered to the marchers. 

 

Here at St. Josephôs on the weekends of January 14-15 
and 21-22 you will be able to sign up for a seat on the 
bus which will leave our parking lot early on January 
27th, for the trip to Washington. On those weekends 
after all the Masses there will be lobby offering you the 
signup sheet; you will be asked to make a 
REFUNDABLE deposit for your seat. You will find 
persons on both sides of the lobby, so look for them as 
sometimes they get lost in the crowd of  people leaving 

Mass and others coming in for the next Mass. 

 

If you cannot make this trip, perhaps you will be able to 
make a donation to offset the cost of  bus 
transportation for what is actually a work of mercy. On 
the weekend of January 14-15 there will be a pulpit 
announcement regarding this; on the weekend of 

January 21-22 there will be speakers after Communion.
