We hear those words every time we come to mass and we often 
think of them as an invitation to come back to mass - they are, but 
they are more too!  They are a call for us to live as Jesus did - as 
self gift! 

Summer is a time when blood supplies run low and need can 
grow.

Last weekend we were invited to share in a work of mercy as 
we prepare for our Mission Trip to El Salvador with Unbound.  
We asked that you allow us to shine your shoes to raise money 
to build a small house for a Salvadoran family.  We needed 
between $1,500 and $2,000 to build the house. 

Your loving service helped us raise $3,000! 

Thank you all for your generosity!  That is enough to build 
two houses - but we donôt have the manpower to do this.  So, 
the extra funds we raised will go to a scholarship fund through 
Unbound.  Scholarships help youth and young adults to 
continue their education in college.  Students who receive 
these scholarships also have to give service hours to Unbound 
while they are on scholarship - 10 hours a week in addition to 
their studies.  Many scholarship students come back to work at 
Unbound and pass on the gift they received to others by 
working with Unbound after graduation.  So your work of 
mercy last week will have ripple effects that will last for a long 
time!

As part of our preparation for our trip we will be showing the 
movie ñRomeroò which tells the story of the challenges of the 
people of El Salvador as well as the conversion and service of 
Blessed Oscar Romero, the archbishop of San Salvador who 
was martyred on March 24, 1980 as he celebrated mass.

Get a Job 
 

A couple of months ago I was at a local pizzeria for lunch and saw 
a teen come zipping up on his skateboard.  He stopped and 
managed to kick the board up into his hands all in the same 
motion.  He carried the board in and when the man at the counter 
asked, ñHow may I help you?ò  the young man said, ñDo you have 
any applications?ò  The man at the counter took out a piece of 
paper and asked him to write down his name and phone number. 

I was on my way out as the young man wrote down his 
information.  I wanted to wait outside and say to the young teen, 
ñHere are a few reasons you are not going to get this jobéò 

A lot of young people will be looking for summer jobs soon.  
There will be competition.  In order to put yourself at the front of 
the line there are some things you should and shouldnôt do: 

 Do not bring your skateboard in when looking for a job.  
Maybe donôt even bring it at all.  It sets an image and it may 
not be the image the employer is looking for. 

 Do not job hunt with a friend.  This will  communicate a lack 
of confidence and also that your friendship may be more 
important than the job.  But also, why bring competition with 
you? 

 Do not ask for an application!!!  People who want a job say 
something like, ñMy name is _______ and Iôm looking for a 
job.  Are you hiring? 

This brings us to some things you should do! 

 Before you look for a job, check the place out.  What do the 
workers wear?  When you go looking for a job, look like you 
are ready to start today - dress like the staff dresses. 

 When you ask, ñAre you hiring?ò  and they say, ñNot now.ò  
Then ask, ñCan I fill out an application?  Maybe your 
circumstances will change soon.ò  You may even want to 
follow this up by asking, ñWould it be okay if I were to call 
you in a week or two just to see if there are any new 
openings?ò  The boss may be impressed with your desire to 
keep trying.  

 Manners are HUGE!  Offering a firm handshake and making 
eye contact will communicate confidence (even if you donôt 
have much!).  When you leave, thank them for their time NO 
MATTER WHAT HAPPENED! 

 Letôs go back to the subject of the image you project.  
Unfortunately we are judged by the way we look and you 
only get one chance to make a good first impression.  Limit 
the amount of piercings and ink that you show - it could make 
a difference.  Later, when you are hired you may want to say, 
ñMy eyebrow is pierced.  Would it be okay for me to wear 
that piercing at work?ò Always remembering that the boss has 
the final say. 

 When talking about availability tell them when you can begin 
and when you are available - not when you need off - ñSchool 
ends next week.  Iôm available every day once that happens!ò 

 Donôt forget to SMILE!  I know it isnôt seen as cool but it 
could get you hired!  Then keep smiling every day at work!
